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Update 2025 Fall Term

The goal of “Student Life” is to help promote a
good learning environment and a God-honoring
lifestyle.

To encourage students to uphold the Student Life
guidelines, SYME uses a discipline point (D-point)
system. Details will be listed on the last couple of
pages.

1. “Have a S.E.A.T.”

Speak English at All Times

You must speak English during ALL SYME sessions
and activities. Any other languages are not
allowed.

English begins at 8:30 am every day.
Ends:

8:30 pm (Tuesday & Wednesday)

7 pm (Thursday)

5 pm (Friday)

Commuting students also need to speak English
while they are at SYME.

Each time you speak in a non-English language
we will ask you to “have a S.E.A.T.” and you are to
immediately put 10 NT in the “Have a SEAT” box.
It is the responsibility of all students to report
when a non-English language has been spoken by
another student. If one or more students hear a
non-English language being spoken and do not
report it, they too will ALL be required to pay
10NT each. If students are intentionally holding
entire conversations or singing in a non-English
language without permission they will be subject
to suspension.

The only exceptions to this rule are (1) when a
teacher or staff asks you for a particular Chinese
word or phrase or otherwise instructs you to use
Chinese (2) when speaking to the cook.

If you have to leave SYME on Tuesday to Friday
8:30 am-8:30 pm, you must notify teachers. If
you go out with a different gender, you need to
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find another person to go out with. , WBH=ZEANRIT
2. Electronic Devices & Usage: 2.3C

To promote an interpersonal environment, we
have some restrictions concerning personal
electronic devices during SYME hours. Students
must turn off and put away ALL electronic devices
in their lockers after the 8:30 am bell rings. They
may never be used unless given permission by a
teacher/staff for educational purposes only.
SYME's phone number is 04-23104890. If you
need to make calls through the SYME office
phone with permission.

Besides study hour, when in class, students need
to get permission to use their tech.

During free time, we encourage students to
interact with each other. If the students need
their computer or phone to do the homework,
they need to let one of our staff know.

3. Attendance

3a.SignIn

Students must sign in before 8:20 each morning.
If you do not feel well or have other issues,
please notify Clarence, and he will give you
instructions. In a normal situation, students are
not allowed to stay at the dorm during the
classes in session

After entering SYME, after family time, students
must put their phones in their lockers. It will be
returned after the evening event.

3b. Sick or Absent

It is expected that you will attend ALL classes and
meals. If you are sick, we will recommend you to
see a doctor.

All students must fill out an Absence Request
Form and get approval from Clarence at least
one day before, not your teacher. You must have
a good reason for being absent. Being tired or
emotional are not good reasons for being absent
from SYME classes or meals.

There are only 16 class days each month. If each
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month, you miss more than 3 days of SYME or
you have more than 25 D-points, you will not
receive semester credit for that term.

3c. COMMUTING STUDENTS

With special permission, married students may
attend SYME as commuters. We believe that the
husband-wife and parent-child relationships are
very important.

What God has joined together SYME does not
want to separate (Matthew 19:6). Therefore, we
do NOT allow married students to be separated
from their spouses to live in the SYME dormitory.

Commuting students must sign in at 8:50 every
morning. It is also vitally important that
commuting students be in class on time with
their assignments completed. If a commuting
student is late or has not completed their quiet
time for three days, they will be asked to come at
8:30 each morning. If this continues to be an
issue, they will be asked to withdraw from SYME.

4. WEEKENDS

Weekend hours are: Friday 5 pm - Monday 10 pm
Students are expected to return to the dorms
before 10:00 pm on Monday nights.

4a. NO SMOKING OR DRINKING

As a student of SYME, you are not to use/smoke
tobacco or take other illegal drugs. Nor are you
allowed to drink alcohol (including beer, wine,
cocktails, or any other alcohol) or go to bars. This
includes weekends, too. If you have a smoking or
drinking problem, please let us know and we
would like to help you overcome these harmful
habits.

If you smoke or drink while at SYME and do not
let us know you will be subject to disciplinary
action.

THIS IS A WARNING: If you drink alcohol, smoke,
or drugs with other SYME students (even on the
weekend) and do not let us know, you will
automatically be given a 3-day suspension. If it
happens a second time, you will be suspended.
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5. SYME & OFFICE

5a. TITLES

All teachers and staff are to be called Mr., Mrs.,
or Ms., followed by their family or given name
(Miss Jenny, Mrs. Collins, Mr. Lee, etc.) unless
permitted by the teacher or staff member to be
addressed another way. Students are to show

proper respect for teachers and other classmates.

5b. SYME HOURS

Monday: 9 am - 6 pm

Tuesday & Wednesday: 8 am - 8:30 pm

Thursday: 8 am- 7 pm

Friday: 8am -5 pm

Students should not expect SYME to be open
other than the normal class/business hours.
Students should not be alone at SYME without a
teacher or staff.

5c. Office

Students are not permitted to enter the SYME
office except in the office common area unless
they are invited by a staff person.

5d. EQUIPMENT

Students cannot touch the projector or the tech
booth equipment. You must ask a staff member
before using any SYME equipment. Students will
be responsible to pay the cost of damaged
equipment.

6. Kitchen & Food

6a. Food

Students are NOT to take food (including tea,
coffee, fruit, and snacks), dishes, or silverware to
their locker or their dorm from the SYME
kitchen/fridge unless given permission by the
chef.

6b. Visitors & meals

We love having visitors and guests come and eat
with us at SYME. If you invite a visitor to eat here
at SYME, the cost per meal is 120 NT.

The cost to stay in the dormitory is 400 NT per
person per night. (Alumni is 200NT). Visitors need
to give money to DC and DC can check around
and give money to SYME accountant after they
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leave.
Visitors need to follow our rules if they need to
stay, please check DC for details.

7.NOP.C.

There should be no intentional physical contact
(holding hands, hugging, back massages, kissing)
between students of the opposite sex unless you
are married or engaged.

8. DATING

At SYME we encourage friendships and dating in
groups. This means that one male and one
female student should not be by themselves
without a third person present. The purpose of
being at SYME is to focus on knowing God and
learning English well. Because of these reasons
and our past experiences, we do NOT allow SYME
students to become a “couple” OR to declare
themselves as a couple while at SYME.

In the past, coupling created jealousy, gossip,
competition, and division. SYME is a family. We
should treat everyone as brothers and sisters.
You should not just have one or two exclusive
friends but learn how to be good friends with
many different kinds of people.

9. DRESS CODE

To maintain a professional appearance and
reputation of the program. We have some
guidelines.

Guys:
1. Nothing with questionable advertising.
2. No tank tops.
3. Any tears that reveal skin should be below
fingertip length.
4. No slides, or open-backed sandals.
5. No sweatpants, pajama pants

Ladies:

1. Nothing “see-through” or revealing

2. Any tears that reveal skin should be below
fingertip length.

3. Skirts and dresses should not be too tight and
should come at least to the top of the knee
(including slits).

4. Shorts must be long enough to reach the
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extended fingertips.

5. All straps at least two-finger length width (aka
no strapless or thin strappy tops.)

6. No cleavage, no mid-drift, no visible bra
straps

7. No sweatpants, pajama pants, or leggings
must have a shirt that covers the hip.

8. No flip-flops or slides.

If a male student’s hair is shoulder length or
longer, he should keep it up (in a ponytail or man
bun) during SYME hours, to maintain a neat
appearance.

While at SYME you are expected to follow this
dress code. The SYME staff (including RAs)
reserve the right to be the final authority on
matters of acceptable and unacceptable clothing.
Exceptions may be granted only by the Director
of Ministry.

10. Dorm Life

Monday - Thursday: All students need to be in
dorms by 10:00 pm.
Friday - Sunday: Be in the dorm by midnight.

If you develop a habit of falling asleep in class,
SYME has the right to take your cell phone at the
lights out time. It will be returned to you in the
morning.

Sleeping in the living room (overnight) is not
permitted at any time.

Students should not go back to their dorm during
SYME hours (from 8:30 am - 8:30 pm) without
permission from SYME leaders.

Visitors of the opposite gender are not allowed in
bedrooms at any time. The only exception is if a
teacher who lives in the House (girl’s dorm)
invites students to come. The students must stay
on the first floor only and the teacher must be
with them the entire time.

Dorm students are expected to perform daily
duties such as making their beds and keeping
their rooms (including the bathroom) neat and
clean. Last students who leave the room /Dorm
need to make sure to turn off all electricity power
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(lights, AC, fan..etc) before he/she leaves. RA will
check each room before leaving the dorm.

If there are any maintenance problems in the
dorms, please report this through your RA to the
SYME office as soon as possible.

Supplies:

SYME will supply the cleaning supplies, including
toilet paper and trash bags, for the dormitory.
Students are expected to supply their personal
items including soap, shampoo, toothpaste,
laundry soap, and snacks. If a light bulb is burned
out in your dormitory please bring the
burned-out bulb to the SYME office and we will
give you a replacement for it.

Please always close the door gently. Keep the
neighbors in mind.

Please do not plug an extension cord into an
extension cord, it is a fire hazard.

Luke 10:27 “You must love the Lord your God with
all your heart, all your soul, all your strength, and
all your mind. And, love your neighbor as
yourself.”

(SYME retains the right of interpretation.)

10a. CHECK-OUT

At the end of the term, you must “check out.”
ALL students need to leave the dorm before
Sunday afternoon. SYME Staff will check the
dorms and lockers before returning the key
deposit to students.

SYME D-Point System

If students violate SYME Life Handbook rules,
teachers and staff have the authority to give
D-points even if they are not listed below.
D-points will be recorded by Karl. When a student
earns a total of:

® > 5 D-points =
Special Volunteer
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> 15, 20, and 25 D-points =

One week as a special volunteer for the
afternoon or suspension. Parents may be
contacted.

> 30 D-points =
The student will be dismissed from SYME. Tuition
will not be refunded.

If you do not cooperate with this D-point system,
you will be subject to suspension.

1 D-point:

e 1 -5 minutes late for check-in, class,
in-dormes, or lights out

e Dorm lights, fans, and ACs left on during
the day (Everyone in that room receives a
D-point)

e Homework (QT, Bible class, Journal,
English, etc.) not completed or turned in

e Intentionally not paying attention or
distracting class (sleeping, not
participating, etc.)

e Inappropriate clothing (student will be
asked to change)

e Using 3C during studying hour, and free
time without getting permission

3 D-points:

e More than 5 minutes late for check-in,
class, in-dorms, or lights out

5 D-points:
e Skipping class
e More than 10 minutes late for lights out

15 D-points:
e Absent from SYME for a day without
permission

e Opposite gender in dorm (without
permission from staff/teachers)
e Watching Pornography
